2. The Allpay card can be ordered
through your housing officer and can
be used with cash or a debit card in
lots of places – the Post Office, the
Paypoint Network, Woolworths high
street shops, at www.allpayments.net

or by phone on 0870 770 0472. 
To find your nearest payment point,
visit www.allpay.net and type in
your postcode to the box called
‘Payment outlet search’.
